3 Apr, Fri – Calls former girlfriend who alerts police department (PD), files “mental 
endangerment” report, police do nothing

4 Apr, Sat - Calls friend with suicide intent, he believes it’s a ‘gesture’

5 Apr, Sun, 0600 - Stopped by police sleeping in car on private property with shot 
gun and ammo in car, let go after showing it’s unloaded and “knows how to use it”

5 Apr, Sun 1600 – Email with will and suicide plan to friends, they again ask police 
to look for him, passive bulletin issued 



 

6 Apr, Mon 1400 - Mother learns of plan from girlfriend’s parents, alerts CA PD who 
issue new report, both call Sprint for call location– “can’t give info, get a court order”

7 Apr, Tues 0300 - Andrew contacts family w/‘last emails,’ writes “I’m sorry,” 
parents again contact PD and Sprint, plead for message origination

7 Apr, 1400 - Sprint concedes, locates Andrew within 50 ft… 
too late, body found at 1338 in TX motel with shotgun wound through heart
